POLICY FOR REMOVAL OF A CHILD FROM THE CENTER
I. REMOVAL OF A CHILD BY THE CENTER:

The Center reserves the right to drop a child from the roll for the following reasons:

1. Non-cooperation by the parents in accordance with the Center rules and policies.

2. Delinquency in payment of fees.

3. The inability of a child or parent to adjust to the Center program, as determined by the Director.

4. Discipline problems with a child that cannot be resolved when all possible solutions have been exhausted.

A TWO-WEEK WRITTEN NOTICE SHALL BE GIVEN BY THE CENTER BEFORE A CHILD WILL BE REMOVED FROM THE ROLL.

II. REMOVAL OF A CHILD BY THE PARENTS:

Parents shall be allowed to withdraw their child from the Center for the following reasons:

1. Serious illness of a child.

2. Permanent removal from the community.

3. Mutual agreement between the parents and the Director if the child’s adjustment to the Center is unsatisfactory.

4. Financial problems.

IN ALL CASES OF WITHDRAWAL, TWO-WEEKS NOTICE SHALL BE REQUIRED, EXCEPT IN CASE OF SERIOUS ILLNESS OR ACCIDENT.
